We encourage participants to 
bring water. Dogs are welcome if under direct control of owner; ON LEASH for the walk 
please. No umbrellas please. Maps are available from the Conservation Agent.

Northwoods to Zink

So we will follow the route from the 
higher ground as far as possible and return the way we 
came. We may also encounter deer and other wildlife! 

Celebrate World Water Day by exploring our 
conservation property and end March on the right foot 
by walking the wilderness of Bolton!
